Trick Alert!
Notice how the con-artist used our broker's name and even created an email address that appears legitimate. A simple google search of "Janet Regan" would have shown that her true email address is different from the one at the head of this message. Always be sure that you know who you are talking to.

Trick Alert!
This is an obvious clue that your landlord is not legitimate.  It is VERY rare that someone outside of the country would personally conduct management of their own home.  Furthermore, municipal code requires that either the landlord lives within 30 miles of the property or they have an agent that does.

Trick Alert!
You should NEVER have to call out of the country to rent a property.   This number was included simply to make the con-artist seem legitimate knowing full-well that almost no one would actually call such a number.  NEVER rent from someone you can't meet personally.

Trick Alert!
NEVER rent a property that you cannot see the inside of first.  Even if you don't actually intend to view the inside (perhaps you live out of the area and can't physically do it) make sure you at least CAN if you choose.  Only a landlord or a property manager can give you access; anyone else is probably a con-artist.

Trick Alert!
Google the address of the property to see if there's a legitimate ad elsewhere.  Almost always, scam artists will take a real ad and change the price to be lower so as to get your attention.  Remember, if there's more than one ad for a given property, there may be fraud involved.  ALWAYS protect yourself and your information.
